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A Study on the Issue of Temple Sacrificial Farms of the Nanhai Temple: Changes in
Temple Management Rights in the Ming and Qing Dynasties

Abstract: Before the Qu family’s donation during Xuande Era of the Ming dynasty, the Nanhai Temple already had sacrificial farms. The Qu family
lost control of the donated farms mainly because of the change in temple management rights during the early Qing period, as well as Shihuang and
others’ Ming loyalist identity and their anti-Qing stance. The local villagers’ competition for the economic benefits of the temple’s farms was only
a secondary factor. The incident of the Qu family’s sacrificial farms witnessed the local government’s support of Buddhist forces during the Ming
and Qing periods, which ultimately led to a change in the legal management of Nanhai Temple and its affiliated properties. Shamans, Buddhist
monks, and Daoist priests all used to be the direct administrators of the Nanhai Temple, and they shared similar administrative status and personnel.
Moreover, they succeeded and substituted each other over history.

Abstract: Officials of Ming Dynasty imposed restrictions on certain celebratory activities occasionally during the Lantern Festival to avoid
extravagance, and to prevent unexpected emergencies, illegal gatherings or riots. In a few places, women’s travel during such period was also explicitly
prohibited. Some festivities were scaled down or suspended when encountering natural disasters, astronomical anomalies, wars, state funerals or other
situations, with a political and moral intention of consolidating the dynastic ruling order and etiquette system. However, these prohibitive laws and
regulations, with characteristics of privilege and unfairness, usually failed to maintain their effectiveness for long. The lack of attention on folk customs
and public desire for entertainment exacerbated their overall failure.

Abstract: In Japan during the Ritsuryd period, temples and shrines outside of the imperial jurisdiction were required to regularly report their personnel
and property status to the court in the format of Shizaicho (financial accounts). Shizaicho often began with a record of the origin of a temple or a
shrine, also known as “Engi.” After the medieval period, with the disintegration of the Ritsuryd system, Shizaicho gradually disappeared from history,
but the records of temple and shrine origins remained. During this period, state-run temples gradually transformed into privately owned temples, and
the Japanese people’s pursuit of worldly benefits was also reflected in the Jisha Engi. It was during this period that Jisha Engi began to show secular
tendencies. During the Edo period, the emergence of Ryakuengi based on Honjimono was the culmination of the secularization of Jisha Engi. This
article analyzes the practical value of Jisha Engi culture at different historical periods through its process of secularization.

Abstract: The stone screen excavated from 97M4 in the Heisonglin Cemetery, Hugiu Road, Suzhou, is a valuable painting from the Three Kingdoms
period. Although scholars have different opinions on identifying and interpreting the depicted figures, they all consider its function within the
tradition of historical painting narratives from the Han and Tang dynasties. However, the function of historical figures may change when painted on
different media and placed in various contexts. Whether the stone screen in the Heisonglin Cemetery is exhortative narrative needs to be reconsidered
in its original context. While the combination of stone couches, stone tables, and stone screens are also found in other tombs, the arrangement of the
stone furniture in tomb 97M4 exhibits a higher degree of compatibility with the layout of the tomb chamber. An analysis of the history of screens and
the essential elements in the stone screen indicates that within the “ contextualized ” space of the tomb chamber, the stone screen in 97M4 may have
been imbued with ritual and domestic function, conveying the expectation of transcending the limitations of the world by combining them with the
images.
